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End-of -the-Year Highlights

This has been a great year despite our economy and budget cuts. We have intro-
duced new ways of helping our students achieve their goals: the MAP assessments,
Robotics Team, and The SOS program. The MAP program is used to measure a stu-
dent’s academic progress. Students in grades 2-5 have been tested three times this
school term using MAP. Teachers are able to use the assessment information for in-
structional planning for individual students or for an entire class. Robotics is a pro-
gram that targets fifth grade students from single gender classes. The program iden-
tifies the top two students from each class that had high scores in math and science.
The SOS program is a community and school based program that is designed to
teach young men and women how to make responsible and reflective decisions. This
program works with students in grades 3-5 and meets on Saturday. Teachers, staff,
and students have been working hard to reach their goals.

Faculty and staff at Dover Elementary have been discussing mindsets and how they
shape both teacher and student performance. Your mindset is how you believe
things are going to turn out based on your experiences before they really happen.
When presented with a challenge how do you respond? Would you rather try very
hard and make a “B” or do very little and make an “A”? Your answers to these ques-
tions will help you start seeing whether you have a fixed or growth mindset. We be-
lieve that a growth mindset is crucial for success not only in school, but in life as well.
A growth mindset embraces challenges and realizes that effort and hard work are
probably more important than being talented or gifted at something. We hope that
by having this conversation as a faculty and staff, we develop a growth mindset and
can begin teaching our students in a method that will help them develop this impor-
tant attribute.
